Business Session Minutes
June 7, 2007
The meeting was attended by Mayor Funkhouser, Councilmembers Skaggs, Hermann, Ford, Johnson, Curls, Sanders-Brooks, Gottstein, Marcason, Circo, Riley, Jolly, and Sharp and City Manager Cauthen.  
1. Approval of Minutes  - The Council unanimously approved the minutes for the  Business Session of May 3.
2.  Summer Youth Programming – Councilwoman Sanders- Brooks introduced Mark McHenry, Director of the Parks and Recreation Department and Thalia Cherry, Youth Advocate in the City Manager’s Office.  Parks Department Superintendents Marci Jones and Mark Bowland and Thalia Cherry provided handouts and gave presentations on the day and evening activities provided to Kansas City children, teens and young adults through their respective programs.  They also described the partnerships they had developed with various organizations to expand the recreational, cultural, athletic and potential employment opportunities for area youth this summer.  
Discussion took place regarding the lack of late night programs for young adults, fees for programs, lack of programs and recreational facilities in certain parts of the city, the need to improve advertising and promotion of programs and the role of the private sector in providing activities.  Crispin Rea, Mayor’s Office, gave a presentation in which he provided suggestions for activities that he felt would better serve young people in Kansas City and engage them in the community.   
Due to lack of time and the need for a closed session, Mayor Funkhouser asked the presenters to return next week to continue the discussion on youth programs.  
3. Discussion of Ordinances, Resolutions and Communications on Today’s Docket or for Floor Introduction – Councilman Sharp inquired if there would be an opportunity to ask questions about the committee substitute for ordinance 070501 pertaining to the management of Kemper Arena on the docket.  Mayor Funkhouser said that questions could be asked about the management contract in the legislative meeting.
4. Items to be Placed on Future Business Session Agendas – There were no requests for items to be placed on future Business Session agenda.

5. Closed Session / Legal Issues (Wet Weather Legal Issues) – The Council voted unanimously to go into closed session.
